‘witnesses’, testifying to the reality of the risen Lord.   

 As we celebrate Pentecost Sunday, we seek to be ’continually 

filled with the Holy Spirit’, Ephesians 5:18.

Pentecost Sunday 

When the Holy Spirit Comes 
“When the Holy Spirit comes upon you, you will be filled with power, and 

you will be witnesses for me in Jerusalem, in all of Judea and Samaria, and 

to the ends of the earth.” - Acts 1:8. 

For reflection and discussion: 

1. What comes to your mind when the word ‘power’ is mentioned?  

Powerful car?  Powerful woman?  Powerful forces of nature?  What 

does power achieve in some of these examples? 

2. “You will receive power” - ‘do what you can’.  Share about an 

opportunity you believe is given by God, for you to serve Him.  What 

are the challenges?  Do you expect ‘signs and wonders’ today?  

Why, or why not? 

3. “You will be my witnesses” - ‘say what you know’.  What is a 

‘witness’?  Read also 1 John 1:1, Acts 4:19-20.  Share, in words 

(verbalise it), a blessing you have received from God.  Try.  

4. “In Jerusalem …” - ‘start where you are’.  Where is your ‘Jerusalem’?  

How may you start being a witness there?  Where is your ‘Judea and 

Samaria’?  ‘The ends of the world’?  What plans you might have for 

these places?  Share. 

5. What does it mean to be ‘filled with the Holy Spirit’, Ephesians 5:18.  

Continue to read vv19-21 (and following verses too!!) to see some 

examples of being ‘filled with the Holy Spirit’. 

6. Pray for yourself.  Seek to obey and glorify Jesus - John 16:14.  Ask 

the Holy Spirit to help you.  Pray for others in your cell group to desire 

and experience the same.
