Who was the psalmist (the person who wrote the psalm) 

speaking to?  What benefit is there in reminding ourselves often of 

God’s goodness to us?  What happens if we do not? 

c. Verses 8-10.  How is God described in this passage?  Which of 

God’s character encourages you the most, at this stage of your 

life?  Why? 

Verses 11-12 is about God’s forgiveness.  How does God forgive us?  

How may we experience His forgiveness? 

d. Verse 13.  How does a father show kindness to his children?  In what 

ways have we, as God’s children, experienced His kindness? 

e. Not every child has experienced the kindness of his/her father.  

Some have very negative feelings toward their father or parents.  

How may we, as a church family, reach out to these people?  

Suggest some practical ways.   

f. Pause; and pray for your family.  And the family of the church.
